MEWAT RURAL EDUCATION
PROGRAMME (MREP)

SRF Foundation runs MREP in partnership
with the Department of Elementary
Education / Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan / Mewat
Development Agency of the Government of
Haryana to make a holistic improvement in
28 primary schools and 19 middle schools
in the Nhu Block of the Mewat District of
Haryana. MREP focuses on pre-primary,
primary and middle schools in the region by
advocating “Quality Education for All”
with a holistic and value based approach

MREP has
touched the
lives of 16,000
children and
350 teachers in
Mewat, up-
grading the in-
frastructures
and curriculum
of 47 schools.

For MREP the word “Quality Education
for All” implies the upgrade of the
infrastructure and classroom facilities, as
well as the improvement of the curriculum,
the teacher-pupil ratio, the effectiveness of
the teaching-learning process, the
enrolliment, the student’s retention and the
school-parent-community relationship.

Partnerships with Schneider Electric The
Times of India and Apparel Training and
Design Centre ensures that the training
courses are of the highest industry
standards to ensure optimal potential for
employment upon graduation. The SRF

PROGRAMME (3EP)

Tapping into our 23 years of teaching ex-
perience in the Shri Ram Schools, the En-
hancing Early Education Programme (3EP)
aims to encapsulate the education method-
ology and philosophy that has proven to be
exceptionally successful over the years.

The 3EP run Nursery Teacher’s Training
Programme was inaugurated in 2007 and
has developed into a rigorous, six month
full-time course directed at aspiring educa-
tors, young mothers and working profes-
sionals. Conducted in the modern premis-
es of The Shri Ram School, trainees un-
dergo interactive sessions that integrate
contemporary pedagogical thought and
incorporate methodologies that are appli-
cable globally. Students also undergo two
phases of internship in leading schools of
Delhi and Gurgaon.

Over the years, more than 130 individuals
have been trained, and are gainfully em-
ployed in the most reputed schools in Delhi
and Gurgaon.
