MREP focuses on pre-primary,
primary and middle schools in the
region by imparting quality
education for all with a holistic and
value based approach through
ongoing research and innovations
and applying global best practices in
education.

For MREP, the word ‘quality’ implies
the improvement in the
infrastructure, equipment, classroom
facilities, curriculum, teacher-pupil
ratio, and effectiveness of the
teaching - learning processes, the
enrollment, retention and the school-
parent-community relationship.
Through this programme, the
Foundation is engaging 16,000
children and 250 teachers in the
teaching learning process.

Supporting a school: How it works

Where the money is going

50km from our office in Gurgaon, a region called Mewat, in the district of Haryana, is inhabited by a community of people
known as Meo Muslims. The state of education there is poor, and poverty is widespread. This region is precisely where
the Mewat Rural Education Programme hopes to help. Under our programme, 40 rural schools, 16,000 students, 250

teachers in 19 villages are slated to be transformed.

How is the money being used

All donations and partnerships we embark on are for the sole purpose of advancing our mission to improve the quality of
education in the rural schools of Mewat. We have been able to identify a comprehensive list of products that schools
require. It could be libraries, toilets, school maintenance or teacher salaries. Refer to the list of donor products for a

How much goes to actual helping
Implementing these improvements will require coordination and human resource management. That!s where we play our
part; by ensuring that all the overhead and administrative costs are met by the SRF Foundation. All donations you

contribute go directly to the project on the ground and into the transformation process. A full 100%.

Why focus on educating rural children?
There is a problem to be addressed in India; there are an estimated eight million 6 - 14 year old children out-of-school in
2009. While the efforts of government like the DPEP/SSA and other civil society organisations have managed to reduce

this number significantly over the years, much more needs to be done to improve literacy and the overall quality of

education.

Literacy in the Mewat district is one of the lowest in the state and in the country. The rate in the district is 32.5%, nearly

half of the national average of 64%. The female literacy rate fares worse with a rate of 24.26%.

In the region, the government schools are aplenty, yet the facilities are seldom adequate. As such, mid-day meals are
prepared in the dusty open, toilets often lack water facilities, books are left strewn haphazardly on the floor, and several

students cramp to share a single desk.

Children attend school irregularly, and this is disruptive to both their education, and those of their peers. Education for
children is perceived to be of little importance; given the poverty these villagers face, they would rather their children
work for extra income than to attend school. If only school became a place where quality learning takes place, a place
where parents feel proud to send their children to, a place to change their futures. Only then, can children reap the

benefits of a good education.

With the help of like-minded partners, a concerted effort and a well thought out plan, the Foundation believes firmly in its
ability to transform the quality of education our rural children receive, and to bring about a paradigm shift in the way

villagers in Mewat think about education.
